In-progress are courses for which a student is registered in the current or future terms.  

 

Failed/Withdrawn/Excluded pertains to courses that a student has failed or withdrawn from, in 

addition to original attempts at a course that has been retaken. 

  

Electives are courses outside of a student’s general-education and major requirements that can be 

counted toward the overall credit hours required for the degree program.
